Dear Major Runkle:

Information recently made available to the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) indicates that, for all practical purposes, your community would not be
inundated by the bage flood, which ix the flood having a one-percent chance of
being ¢qualled or exceeded in any given year. Por this reason, we are
rescinding the Plood Hazard Boundary Map (FEBM) and converting your community
to the Ragular Phase of the National Flood Insurance Program {NFIPF) effective
on the date cited above. Please destroy all copies of this map.

The effects of participating in the Regular Phase of the NFIP as a community .
with no Special Flood Hazard Areas (SPHRs) are:

In suu*a:y, by continuing ita participation in the NFIP and the Regular
Program, the community makes available to its citizens on a voluntary basis
additiopal amounts of insurance coverage at generally lower rates than would
he avai&ablo under the Emergency Program. While no new f£lood plain management
measurep are required, your community is encouraged to implement regulatory

measursel to protect davelopment against hazards as they are known %o exist
locally.
